This mandated the hiring of an entire staff of administrators of trauma (Trauma Program Manager, Registrars and Administrative assistant) as well as additional Trauma Surgeons. Also, new state of the art equipment was purchased, trauma/critical care guidelines were developed before successful verification was obtained in June of 1995. 
While at CIH, I also became their initial Surgical Critical Care Committee Chair in 1994. This committee was formed to help identify, improve, and facilitate surgical critical care related issues and concerns especially as it related to the verification and success of the trauma center.

Cooper Medical Center (2005-07)- as Surgical Critical Care Fellowship Director, was instrumental at removing the probationary status of the program by implementing a restructuring process and hiring of new faculty. The program was also increased in its positions from one to two fellows per year.

In 2007-08, as the newly hired Trauma Medical Director at Atlanticare Regional Medical Center, the Trauma Peer Review Program was restructured under my leadership and guidance, as it was previously identified a weakness in the review prior to my arrival. It 

was necessary to improve the capture rate of various trauma quality filters and provide greater loop closure of identified issues. A “Hotline” was established which facilitated anonymous patient information to be received by our trauma quality coordinator.  After this reorganization and restructuring process took place, the next ACS verification survey approved the newly revamped peer review program and commended it, declaring it an “excellent trauma peer review program”.

In 2012, while also at Atlanticare, I was able to onboard surgical residents from a nearby surgical residency program that required a Trauma and Surgical Critical Care rotation. This developed into an ongoing continuous rotation of several surgical residents/month. Due to increased patient volume, it was abundantly obvious that the Trauma Center required more around the clock in-patient care and assessments. The surgical residents were a welcome addition and reinforced the important concept of surgical education and teamwork. The residents were constantly stimulating our attending staff which inevitably improved patient care.
In November of 2013, I was hired as the Trauma Medical Director and Director of Surgical Critical Care and Acute Care Surgery at NYU/Winthrop Hospital. My major task that I was directly responsible for was to obtain Level 1 American College of Surgeons Trauma Center Verification. Inheriting over 20 criteria deficiencies on our initial ACS Consultative survey, I was able to obtain Level 1 verification in approximately two years. This included leading the process for an expedited modular construction of a new state of the art 3000 square foot trauma admitting area opened prior to ACS inspection, addition of multiple trauma/critical care guidelines/policies and gaining the verification from ACS without any deficiencies.

In September of 2019, I began my employment as Trauma Medical Director at Mount Sinai South Nassau. The major objective was to obtain reverification of the ACS Level 2 Trauma Center after initially failing inspection approximately six months prior to my arrival. This was accomplished via a focused site inspection conducted on March 19th,2021. To succeed with a positive outcome at the focused site survey, it was necessary to revamp/restructure the Trauma Peer Review Program, develop a successful hospital wide massive transfusion program, cutting back the number of general surgeons taking trauma call and improve multiple clinical guidelines. By taking the lead in the facilitation of the massive transfusion program, we showed how integral the Trauma Center is and its positive effects it has hospital wide.
